Request for Bylaw Development Assistance

The Planning Board, at their June 5, 2000 meeting, voted to send a request to the Master Plan Committee seeking assistance in the development of various Zoning Ordinance Amendments.  The amendments needed for consideration are as follow:

1. Amendments to Section 173-6 (Non-conforming use/lots)

Town Counsel has recently identified that there currently exist legal loopholes in the above referenced section(s) which if left unchecked leave the Town vulnerable to development threats.  Specifically, Sections 173-6B(3), -6C, & 6D(3) offer inconsistencies with relevant MA. General Laws and do not properly address the prevailing legal interpretations of the Land Court.  Therefore, these sections need to be amended accordingly;

2. Table of Use Regulations  -  Amendment

The Table of Use Regulations has long been identified as needing updating and expansion.  The Planning Board would appreciate the Master Plan Committee’s assistance in accomplishing this.  

3. Development Banking Bylaw

The Route 110 Master Plan Committee has done some preliminary work related to a “Development Banking” bylaw which would allow the transfer of building rights from parcel to parcel in order to preserve open space.  The Planning Board would like to pursue the completion of this bylaw and would ask that the Master Plan Committee consider picking up where the Rte. 110 Master Plan Committee left off.  The 110 Committee began working with Mark Bobrowski on the development of a preliminary regulation.  Since Mark is the preferred consultant to the Master Plan Committee, it would be convenient for you to pick up where they left off.

Again, the Planning Board is hopeful that the Master Plan Committee will assist the Town in the development of these three sets of bylaws, and to do so in preparation for the 2001 Annual Town Meeting.
