I would like to thank you for meeting with us Friday in order to discuss the Town of Westford’s concerns regarding the above referenced public improvement project.  As I had stated, the Town of Westford stands ready to work closely with MA Highway and Ryan Development on this project in order to meet your goals, as well as ours, which is to achieve maximum compliance with the Town approved Route 110 Master Plan.  We recognize that the success of this private/public collaboration is dependent upon the Town’s timely participation in the review process and our facilitation in securing necessary third-party easements or right-of-way contributions.  Therefore, please accept this letter as an acknowledgement of our commitment to our role(s) in this project and as a request to you that the Town be included in all review discussions at the earliest opportunity.  

I would also like to take this opportunity to identify a concern we have with one aspect of the proposed 75% design.  As we had discussed, the Town feels strongly that all pedestrian amenities be included in this project at this time.  Specifically, all crossing apparatus, striping, handicap ramps and connecting walkway segments should be required in order to ensure access to all four corners of the intersection.  We are concerned that the corner in front of the Mobil Station not be overlooked due to the limited land area between the curb and the existing support pole base.  It is the Town’s position that the isolated right turn, directly in front of the Mobil parcel, could be eliminated or revised in order to better accommodate proper pedestrian amenities at that corner.  We are hopeful that MA Highway will support this goal and require that the revised 75% design provide for full pedestrian accommodations; even at the potential expense of amending the Mobil turn lane.  

Thank you for your anticipated assistance in this matter, and I look forward to working with you on this important matter.
