I need to talk with you about two issues related to the Route 225 By-pass.  These issues are as follow:

1. Recreation Complex  -  Luscent Campus


We had discuss earlier Luscent’s concerns with the current recreation complex design and the need to sit down and strategize.  In preparation of this meeting, I have sought the sense of the Recreation Commission in order to know how much flexibility to expect.  The response I received back was that they have little flexibility and that they find that the recreation facility at that location to be ideal for their goals and objectives.  Given that, I leave it to you to let me know how you want to proceed with this issue.  Please advise.

2. SINWM Assoc.  -  Request for Funding


I have just had a meeting with Jim Freeman & Ben Ianotta.  They provided me with the attached letter requesting that funding be provided for their legal bills associated with the land transfer.  We were expecting something like this.  


On the surface it is disappointing to see that they are unwilling to carry any of the costs associated with the transfer, but again I am not surprised.  Stepping back from the issue and getting a different perspective, I can see how this is also a reasonable expectation of SINWM Assoc.   Had we not thrust this issue upon them, they would not incur any cost.  Also, the $20-$25,000 they are requesting may be small change compared to the overall savings that all interested parties will experience with the successful implementation of the desired roadway design.    

If you agree with my assessment, and I hope that you do, I would ask that the Chiofarro Company authorize the establishment of the requested account and that it come from the design funds set aside in the phase I site plan approval conditions.  I also recommend that the authorization letter identify that SINWM Assoc. will pay for any bills in excess of the posted $25,000, that any unused portion be returned to the design effort, and that the Chiofarro Company will not assist in the payment of any further technical, peer reviews related to this project.
